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Home Start Sittingbourne and Sheppey’s (HSSS) aim is to offer support to any family living in Sittingbourne or on the Isle of Sheppey who have at least one child under the age of five years.

In November 2009 Canterbury Christ Church University (‘CCCU’) and Home Start Sittingbourne & Sheppey (HSSS) met to identify ways of improving health for their client group and identified a need to work more closely with ethnic minorities in the area (ethnic minorities make up approximately 8% of the Swale population).

A project was delivered over 12 months, lead by HSSS with support from CCCU and an advisory group, to identify ethnic minorities who might benefit from support and also work on ways to work most effectively with these groups.

A report produced by HSSS in January 2011 summarised the main findings and conclusions from the project.
